About the Cambridge and Oxford Unions

The Cambridge and Oxford Unions are debating societies, operating for nearly two
centuries. The Cambridge Union was founded in 1815 and the Oxford Union in 1823. At
the time these societies were founded, the free exchange of ideas was a notion foreign
to the restrictive University authorities. The Unions soon became the only place for
students to discuss political topics whilst at university.

Unlike other student unions, the Oxford & Cambridge Unions hold no political views.
Instead, the Unions are a forum for debate and the discussion of controversial issues.
The Cambridge Union, shortly after being founded, was even temporarily shut down by
the University for being too contentious. The Oxford Union, since its foundation, has
been independent of the University, and it has remained entirely separate from the
University to this day.

Debates are highly relevant to current issues and often mirror discussion in parliament
and the media. Few other places in the world are able to bring together so many high
profile speakers of such diverging views.

Past speakers in the Unions have included the Dalai Lama, US Presidents Richard Nixon,
Jimmy Carter, and Ronald Reagan, UN weapons inspector Hans Blix, physicist Stephen
Hawking, former South African premier FW. de Klerk, Queen Noor of Jordan, actors
Warren Beatty, Clint Eastwood, Ewan McGregor, Malcolm X, O.J. Simpson, footballer
Diego Maradona, pop star Michael Jackson, and the puppet Kermit the Frog.

Both the Cambridge and Oxford Unions have developed a worldwide reputation as
noted symbols of free speech and open debate.

Debating

Debating at the Unions takes two forms, competitive debating and chamber debating.

Competitive debating is the form we will witness in today’s debate on Greek higher
education. Debating teams are picked at random and team members are asked to
defend or oppose the motion, irrespective of personal beliefs. It is a competition, and
the audience votes afterwards on the most successful debating team, judging qualities
such as knowledge of subject, relevance or argument, logical reasoning, persuasiveness,
language, and continuity of argument.

In chamber debating, including the debates with invited guest speakers for which the
Unions are best known, the manner of delivery is closer to public speaking, with
audience engagement far more important. Here, too, the audience votes on the propo-
sition put forth.
